The Packard Automobile Museum 420 S Ludlow St, Dayton, OH 45402-2605

18 minutes (10 miles) from Dayton/Fairfield Hilton DoubleTree
Hrs: 9am-5pm

The Museum'’s mission is to educate present and future generations about the Packard
Motor Car Company, its products, and philosophies. Since 1992, America’s Packard
Museum has been at the forefront of automotive preservation and educating the public.
The collection is a carefully curated gathering of prime examples from the company’s

65- year history, each chosen to tell a particular story. Packard built 1.6 million cars and
only about 10,000 still exist. The Museum manages the largest public collection of Packard
automobiles and memorabilia in the world, is 60,000 sq. feet, and it contains over fifty cars,
thousands of parts, and a research library. The museum is in an original 1917 Packard
dealership facility, it continues to improve our facilities, expand collections and exhibits,
and follow all professional best practices.

There are multiple trails at Caesar Creek that are specifically designated for hiking. These
trails are rated moderate to difficult. They include scenic waterfalls, a swinging bridge,
and views of the lake.

» Fifty Springs Loop Trail - 3.3 miles - Moderate to Difficult

» Connector Trail between Fifty Springs and Perimeter Trails - 0.1 mile -
Moderate to Difficult

* Horseshoe Falls Trail - 0.7 mile - Moderate to Difficult
* 0ld Woods Trail - 0.6 mile - Moderate to Difficult

+ Peninsula Trail - 1 mile - Moderate to Difficult

» Perimeter Trail - 12.7 miles - Moderate to Difficult

» The Cove Trail - 0.7 mile - Moderate to Difficult

+ White Trail - 0.1 mile - (Connector)

* Horseshoe Falls Trail - 0.7 miles - Moderate to Difficult

» Fossil collecting (with a free permit from the visitor's center)



Directions to the Dayton/Fairfield Hilton DoubleTree
Conference Center (2800 Presidential Drive, Fairborn, OH):

If you're coming from I-70 westbound, take [-70 to [-675 and head south. Continue on
[-675 for 8.6 miles and take exit 17 for North Fairfield Rd. Turn right onto N. Fairfield Rd
and drive about a quarter mile until you reach Col. Glenn Highway. Make a left onto

Col. Glen Hwy, continue for 0.3 miles then turn left onto Center Park Boulevard. The
DoubleTree will be 650 feet ahead on your left.

If you're coming from I-70 eastbound, take [-70 to [-675 and head south. Continue on
[-675 for 8.5 miles and take exit 17 for North Fairfield Rd. Turn right onto N. Fairfield Rd
and drive about a quarter mile until you reach Col. Glenn Highway. Make a left onto

Col. Glen Hwy, continue for 0.3 miles then turn left onto Center Park Boulevard. The
DoubleTree will be 650 feet ahead on your left.

If you're coming from I-75 northbound, take [-75 to [-675 and head east. Continue on
[-675 for 15 miles and take exit 15. Proceed north approximately 1 mile to Col. Glen
Highway. From the exit onto Col. Glen Hwy turn left(east) onto Col. Glenn Hwy, continue
for 1.6 miles, then turn right onto Center Park Boulevard. The DoubleTree will be 650 feet
ahead on your left.

If you're coming southbound on I-75, take [-70 east to [-675 and head east Continue on
[-675 for 8.5 miles and take exit 17 for North Fairfield Rd. Turn right onto N. Fairfield Rd
and drive about a quarter mile until you reach Col. Glenn Highway. Make a left onto

Col. Glen Hwy continue for 0.3 miles to Center Park Boulevard, turn left (south) onto
Center Park Boulevard. The DoubleTree will be 650 feet ahead on your left.

From the Dayton Airport proceed south on the Dayton International Airport Access Rd
to [-70 eastbound. Proceed east on I-70 approximately 11.25 miles to I-675 and head
south Continue on [-675 for 8.5 miles and take exit 17 for North Fairfield Rd. Turn right
onto N. Fairfield Rd and drive about a quarter mile until you reach Col. Glenn Highway.
Make a left onto Col. Glen Hwy, continue for 0.3 miles, then turn left onto Center Park
Boulevard. The DoubleTree will be 650 feet ahead on your left.

Directions to the Diercks’ Home (approx. 20 minutes) 207 Sanderson Dr, Centerville, OH

From the Hilton DoubleTree proceed to Center Park Boulevard, at the intersection with
Col. Glenn Highway turn right (east) and proceed to North Fairfield Road (approx. 0.3
miles), turn right (south) on North Fairfield Rd and turn right (west) on the entrance ramp
to [-675, proceed approximately 12.5 miles to Exit 4 (State Highway 48), turn right (north)
onto Highway 48 and proceed approx. 0.8 miles to Whipp Rd, turn left (west) onto Whipp
Rd and proceed approx. 0.37 miles (2000 feet) to Southampton Dr., turn left onto
Southampton and proceed 230 feet to Sanderson Dr., turn right onto Sanderson Dr.

The Diercks’ home is on the right (207 Sanderson Dr).
